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Different? We are a church family, but there are
many church families. We are intent on following the
scriptures, but most church families share the same
intent. 50 why do we exist? In what way are we
unique? Most look to  commands to determine prac-
tice and faith. We do too. But we are unique in that
we also respect the examples of the early Christians. We belisve
that the practice of the 1st cemtury church was apostolically di-
rected. Therefore, we can be confident that if we do what they did,
we will be doing what was approved by the apostles. This is the
reason you might find some differences in our worship than in
other churches. For instance, we have no instruments accompary-
ing our praise, and no choir, and we cbserve the Lord's Supper
every Sunday. These differences endst because we are trying to fol-
low the example of the primitive church. No one argues that dupli-
cating the practice of the early Christians is amiss. But changes
from early practice raises questions and creates both debate and
division. It is a fact that multiple departures from early practice is
what fueled the Feformation and Protestantism. The reformers
called for a refurn to scriptural practice and belief. This we try to
do, not only in commands but example as well. If the early Chris-
tians “continued steadfastly in the apostle’s teaching” (Acts 2:47),
then following their example should put us on solid ground. If
other choose another course, it is not mine to condemmn. It is mine
to heartily recommend the safest and surest course.
