There are many people who expect they will receive merely
a “warning” and then they will be given an opportumnity to try
again. The response on that day will be, “T gave out plenty of warn-
ings — all through your life — but you ignored them all *

Remember the rich man in Luke 16 who died and went to Hades?
He begped for a messenger to be sent back as a warning to his
brothers. The response he got was this:

Luke 16:29,31 “They have Moses and the prophets; let them hear

them. .. If they do not hear Moses and the prophets, neither will
they be persuaded though one rse from the dead.”

The warmnings are there, all over the read. If we ignore the wam-
ings and live the way we want to live rather than for the glory of
God, then we shouldn't be surprised when the punishment is is-
sued on the Last Day.

The warnings are there — listen and heed them — TFTD
