Growing The Church: Cur conpgregation contimues to buck the
trend of decline most are experiencing. We should thank God for
the increase and continue to encourage visitors and assure them
they are welcome; and invite ALL and make them welcome when
they come. There was an interesting editorial in Monday's USA
Today: “How to sell Christianity”. It presented the thinking of the
un-churched when Christians attempt to evangelize them. The big-
gest turn-offs were the “T'm right/vou're wrong” and the “T'm
saved,you're lost”™ models. In our present culture these models are
perceived as arrogant and simply reinforce a negativity towards
Christian faith. The un-churched do not want to be classed as
“projects”. They also resent being treated as so gullible as to fail, to
see through what they describe as “bait and switch” tactics used in
so many churches. They resent being demonized or pitied. If this is
the case and apparently it is, it should say something about how
we go about trying to spread the faith. After all, Jesus said we
should listen to the world and learn to be shrewd (Luke 16:1-9) and
“wise as serpents and harmless as dowves.” So from the viewpeint of
the un-churdhed, what is most effective in spreading the faith? The
un~churched replied that there is no more effective evangelism
than attraction by example. Sodal interaction provides opportuni-
ties for the un-churched to see Christian living in action. Nothing
speaks louder! In our present society nothing is more effective! I
suspect that these views are even more representative outside the
Bible belt, but we must admit that our area is quickly adopting the
thinking of the rest of America and we should go to school on it.
