Adam Braseel is a fellow inmate and one whom this
congregation has helped before. He also wrote thank-
ing the congregation for their help.

Sports Radio personality Chris Myers was filling in for Dan Patrick
and giving his picks for the “Best and Worst of the Weekend” , a
regular part of the show. But instead of picking a sport related
“best”, he chose the response of Tenmesseans to the needs of their
fellow Tenmesseans resulting from the recent floods. He praised the
way the Vohmiteer State has helped those who suffered losses from
the flooding without expecting the government or insurance com-
panies to do it all. The reactions to his comments were quick, acer-
bic and negative. He was accused of comparing the Tenmessee re-
sponse to that of Hurricane Katrina and other disasters. The whole
thing set me to wondering. If the response of Tennesseans is the
most desirable, why not make a comparison and praise the re-
sponse that is praferred? If we never hold up good examples in fear
of offending the bad examples, we will never improve.

A cappella singing: What could bring churches of Christ, Memmon-
ites, Eastern Orthodox, Reformed Presbyterians, Episcopalians and
Foman Catholics together under cne roof? Pepperdine U recently
hosted 500 composers, directors, scholars and singers from these
various faiths for a four day conference promoting a cappella sing-
ing. It is interesting that while a few congrepations among us are
moving away from a cappella singing, there are indications that
there is remewed interest among those outside our fellowship.
There has been a trend towards discussing and emphasizing wor-
ship and praise as an essential part of the discussion. As Christians
become more interested in what constitutes gemiine worship, there
will be an increasing interest in a cappella singing.
