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Franklin County Prevention Coalition: It was my
privilege, as well as Joseph's, to attend a board meet-
ing. I was pleased to find Andy Groves present, as
‘ well as other area leaders. The Coalition is an organi-
zation of community leaders intent on addressing the
drug problem in Franklin County. They provide
awareness education, prevention training and rehab help to both
young and adults. One service which I was pleased to discover is
the provision of drug testing for parents to use in testing their chil-
dren. In years past I have talked to parents who were concerned
that a teenage son or daughter was doing drugs but had no means
of kmowing for sure. If they had had access to a drug testing kit, it
would have helped tremendously. Another little device parents
should kmow about is a phone-tapping device that can be bought
for litle at an electrondcs store. It plugs into any phone outlet and
used with a tape recorder, it records all phone calls. There is no
“tell-tell” click to identify its use; it works! I'm talking here about
tapping one’s own phone, not someone else. There are also com-
puter programs that keep a record of every internst site wisited.
Some parents may feel this is extreme; that it exhibits a lack of trust.
Parents must decide the lewel of trust to give and it usually is based
on a young person’s degree of earming trust. But let me assure you
that nothing is extreme when it comes to monitoring your children!
In this high-tech highly sophisticated age, there is no reason par-
ents should allow themselves to be at a disadvantage.
